school by approximately 6%.

Pupils not meeting the expected standard: 

It is incorrect to say that pupils who have not met the expected standard in reading cannot read, or that those who 

have not met the expected standard in writing cannot write, and so on. 

There is a spectrum of attainment among pupils who do not meet the expected standard, with some coming close 

and others further away.
